Equine Professionals: We encourage local equine 
professionals to show their support of horse rescue 
work by donating services and supplies and/or partici-
pating in our educational clinics for veterinary stu-
dents.

Vet Students: Northwest Equine Stewardship Center 
welcomes veterinary and vet tech students to our 
facility. In fact, our vet/vet tech program was actually 
the driving force behind creating Northwest Equine 
Stewardship Center! We offer a preceptor/externship 
program for veterinary students interested in equine 
medicine, alternative medicine, and/or horse rescue. 
This program works through our partnership with Ce-
darbrook Veterinary Care where students can gain 
hands on learning opportunities. Students in the past 
have performed dental floats, lameness exams, colic 
examinations/treatments including nasogastric intuba-
tion and rectal palpation, routine vaccinations, lacera-
tion repairs, castrations, minor surgeries, etc. Stu-
dents interested in alternative medicine will also gain 
a valuable introduction into various modalities includ-
ing acupuncture, chiropractic, homeopathy, and her-
bology.

Hannah through Cedarbrook Veterinary Care. You 
must be 13 years or older and have previous horse 
experience. You will want to bring a lunch, boots and 
warm clothes and you will be put to work helping Dr. 
Hannah with set up, clean up, etc. Dr. Hannah also 
puts on talks throughout the year for many 4-H 
groups!
